Promoting Effective (and Enjoyable!) Practice

University of Colorado  

 

While practicing is a necessary activity for developing and 

refining technique and musicianship, students need continued 

support to maintain productive home practice. How many of 

your students jump with excitement at the opportunity to 

practice their instrument? Likely, you may have some students 

who enjoy practicing, while the majority of students either 

tolerate practice as a necessary activity to reach a performance 

goal (or do well on a playing test!). Some students might truly 

dislike practicing, and seem to do the bare minimum of 

practicing. There are factors that contribute to these 

differences in our studentsõ approach to practice based on 

their long term performance and ensemble participation 

goals; factors they attribute to their performance success or 

failure; working style (for example whether they persist when 

challenged); and approach to practice including whether they 

set practice goals, monitor their progress while practicing, 

and/or use a variety of effective practice strategies - including 

using such resources as a metronome, audiotape of their 

practicing, and/or people support (for example a 

knowledgeable family member, peer, or the teacher).  

Unfortunately, many of the factors that impact the quality of 

our studentsõ practice are beyond the teacherõs control. 

However, teachers can impact the quality of their studentsõ 

practice by implementing one or more of the following into 

ensemble or private studio instruction:  

Model effective practice during a rehearsal or lesson. For a 

challenging spot in a piece the student(s) are learning, 

demonstrate some specific strategies students can use 

to practice the spot. Next, have the student(s) practice 

the spot with you using the strategy you modeled.  

Provide instruction on a variety of effective practice 

strategies. Some students think the only way to 

practice a challenging section of a piece is to play it 

slowly. While this is certainly one effective strategy, 

there are other ways to approach a challenge. Some 

practice strategies are specific to the type of 

challenge be it a rhythm, difficult shift, articulation, or 

tone production challenge. Students need to learn a 

variety of ways to practice in order to keep motivated 

to practice.  

Stress quality over quantity. While some teachers have a 

weekly practice requirement (with 100 minutes being 

a common expectation), this ôquantity approachõ 

doesnõt necessarily promote effective practice. 

Students have the potential to glean more from 

practice sessions if they are expected to identify 

challenging spots they focused on during practice as 

well as specific strategies used.  

Students should periodically create audio recordings of 

their practicing. Beginning students often have 

trouble monitoring their sound since they are also 

focused on the mechanics of performance. By 

listening to the audiotape, students can diagnose how 

well they did on the particular challenge and continue 

to practice the challenge during the present or a 

future practice session. Some teachers ask students to 

submit a short audiotape (or audio file) of their 

practicing as a way to monitor the quality of home 

practice.  

Finally, encourage students to use music as a practice 

reward. While this approach is especially crucial for 

students who are likely to become frustrated during 

practice, all of us enjoy playing pieces that we like and 

can play well. Be sure to encourage your students to 

end their practice sessions by playing a piece (or 

portion of a piece) they enjoy. This will end the 

practice session on a positive note and therefore 

increase the likelihood of subsequent practice.  

While there are many other approaches to practice as well as 

available practice resources, I hope youõll be encouraged to try 

some of these ideas with your students as you plan for the 

start of next school year!
